On 13th October 2026, APAL (Association of People Affected by Leprosy), together with
APAL’s State Committee in Maharashtra, visited the District Collector’s Office, Kolhapur, and
met with the District Collector to discuss the ongoing issues related to the Sanjay Gandhi
Pension Scheme for persons affected by leprosy living in Swadhanagar.

During the meeting, the team submitted a formal memorandum explaining that while 60%
of eligible beneficiaries have received their pension amounts in their bank accounts, nearly
35% are still waiting for the ₹1500 pension to be credited. Additionally, the names of two
new eligible beneficiaries have not yet been included in the approved list, despite
submission of the required documents.



The memorandum emphasized the urgent need to address these discrepancies and ensure
that all beneficiaries receive their due pensions without further delay.
The District Collector and the Assistant Revenue Officer listened attentively and assured the
APAL representatives that necessary action will be taken promptly to resolve the matter.
The visit demonstrated APAL’s ongoing commitment to advocate for the rights and welfare
of persons affected by leprosy in Maharashtra.
